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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is the fifth course in the Immigration Practitioner Certificate Program. One of the stated objectives

of Canadian immigration policy is to facilitate family reunification (IRPA s. 3(1)(d)). This course presents
the Family Class and the programs available for Canadian citizens and permanent residents to sponsor
members of the Family Class.

This course also looks at Humanitarian and Compassionate applications. Most applicants for permanent
residence fall within either the Family Class or an economic class. However, there are some situations
where they do not meet the criteria of those classes, but are compelling enough to justify consideration
on Humanitarian and Compassionate (H&C) grounds. H&C factors allow the Minister to grant the foreign
national permanent resident status or an exemption from any applicable criteria or obligations of this
Act if the Minister is of the opinion that it is justified by Humanitarian and Compassionate
considerations relating to the foreign national, taking into account the best interests of a child directly
affected.

e how to process Family Class dependents abroad

e appeals and judicial reviews

e therelevant sections of the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act and the Immigration and
Refugee Protection Regulations and other documents pertaining to Humanitarian and
Compassionate applications

Learners will also demonstrate an ability to undertake the following:

e determine who is eligible to sponsor a member of the Family Class

e searchrelevantimmigration—related websites

e use Canadian legal terminology

e research, develop and implement a case strategy

e complete application forms relating to Family Class sponsorships and applications according to
the type of application and requirements in the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act and
Immigration and Refugee Protection Regulations

e write narratives/submission letters and complete appropriate applications forimmigration
options

e determine eligibility for Humanitarian and Compassionate applications

e complete application forms relating to the requirements in the Immigration and Refugee
Protection Act and Immigration and Refugee Protection Regulations.

e collect, analyze and organize information

e advise clients of alternatives should an application be denied
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PERFORMANCE EVALUATION
